4. DEFINITION

5. QUALIFICATION FORMAT - based on 175
first entries.

Qualification will be your best 6 game total.

40 players will qualify for the finals — 28 from the
general standings, 2 from Early Bird A, 2 from Early
Bird B, 2 Ladies outside the top 28, 2 seniors outside
the top 28, 2 youths outside the top 28, and 2 players
from the Desperado squad.
